     Submissions Requested for Anthology of Writings by Survivors of Sexual Abuse
Safer Society Press (www.safersociety.org) is interested in receiving submissions of well-crafted, creative literature—poems, essays, short stories, short plays, and other pieces of creative writing or emailable art—that address the topic of sexual abuse, its short-term or long-term impacts, and the healing journey afterward. Submissions are to be written by those impacted by such abuse—either the primary recipients of abuse or people secondarily impacted by it. All submissions will be considered for the second edition of an international literary anthology the press is publishing. Submissions must be in English.
Please try to limit short stories, plays, and essays to a maximum of 3,000 words in length; poems should be no longer than three or four pages in length. Each submission needs to be accompanied by contact information for the author that includes, if at all possible, name, mailing address, phone number, and email address—even when the piece of writing itself is to be published anonymously. Considering the sensitivity of the material to be published, full names of perpetrators will not be used in this publication, although, when appropriate, first names can be used. In most instances in the anthology, Safer Society would prefer to publish submissions under authors’ first names, but in other instances, we will allow full names, a pen name, or the use of “anonymous.” A small honorarium will be paid to authors whose work is published in the anthology, and they also will each be given a copy of the anthology.

Writers are welcome to additionally submit their contribution via the regular mails—though they are not obligated to do so. But they are encouraged to do so if an email version might alter the critical formatting of a piece of writing.
